Alliance’s 69"‘ Convention
Looks to Future

Delegates resolve to work for the welfare of the
Alliance and its membership

On Nov 8 and 9, 2008 the delegates of our Alliance — the oldest Lithuanian
organization in the world — convened in Chicago for its 69th convention. This
was an opportunity for the Alliance, founded 122 years ago, to reflect on its
past accomplishments and to plan for the future. As was noted in the report of
long-time secretary Genovaite Meiliunas that even after 122 years of fruitful
service the fact that her report is still given in the Lithuanian language is com-
pelling testimony that the Alliance continues to be faithful to its Lithuanian
roots.

Introductory remarks by Kestutis Miklas

The delegates gathered early Saturday morning November 8th in the spa-
cious facilities of the Balzekas Museum of Lithuanian Culture. LAA president
Kestutis Miklas greeted all the attendees especially the delegates represent-
ing LAA lodges from across the country. The session was officially opened
with the singing of the Lithuanian Anthem.

Greetings from the Consul General

The convention was honored by the arrival of the Consul General of
Lithuania Skaisté Aniuliené, who had just recently assumed this diplomatic
assignment. First of all she greeted the convention on behalf of the Republic
of Lithuania as she noted “the oldest Lithuanian organization in the world”.
She also presented an award to long time LAA member and current editor of
Tévyné Edvardas Sulaitis from Lithuania’s National Olympic Committee in
recognition of his many years of service in promoting Lithuanian sports pro-

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Lithuania turns 1000

Lithuania entered European history when it was first
mentioned in a medieval German manuscript in the
year 1009. This year, Lithuania is celebrating the
Millennium of the first reference to its name by
organizing a host of anniversary events scheduled
throughout the country and the world.

The first reference to the name “Lithu-
ania” in recorded history comes to us in a report
relating the tragic end of St. Bruno’s mission in
1009 as described in the annals of Quedlinburg,
Germany (Annales Quedlinburgenses). The text
written in the 11th century failed to survive and
its copy made in the middle of the 16th century
is kept in Dresden, Germany. This is the first
time Lithuania’s name is mentioned in a histo-
rical source.

In 1003 Pope Sylvester II appointed

Bruno of Querfurt, at the age of 33, to lead a

mission to the pagan peoples of Eastern Europe. In the autumn or at the

end of 1008 Bruno and eighteen companions set out to found a mission

among the Prussians; they succeeded in converting the pagan king

Netimer, a “king of Lithuanians” and then traveled to the east, heading

very likely towards Yotvingia, that intersected the borders of what was

then Prussia, Kievan Rus and the Duchy of Lithuania. Bruno was

beheaded on February 14, 1009, and most of his companions were hanged
the same day.

Although Lithuania’s name was first mentioned under these cir-
cumstances, the celebration of the Millennium does not commemorate
the tragic event per se. Instead it commemorates a moment in history
when Lithuania was discovered on the road from being a tribal commu-
nity to becoming a state. Consequently, 2009 marks not only the
Millennium of Lithuania’s name but also of the Millennium of Lithuania
itself.

The Millennium will be widely celebrated in Lithuania as well as
abroad. On this occasion, many scientific research, publishing, cultural
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Extract from the Quedlinburg Annals, St Servatius Monastery,
Germany. The boxed text contains the first mention of
Lithuania’s name in history. The passage reads: “Sanctus Bruno,
qui cognominatur Bonifacius, archiepiscopus et monachus, XI
suae conversionis anno in confinio Rusciae et Lituae a paganis
capite plexus, cum suis XVIII, VII. Id. Martii petiit coelos.” Its
English translation is: “[In 1009] St. Bruno, an archbishop and
monk, who was called Boniface, was struck in the head by
Pagans during the 11th year of this conversion at the Rus and
Lithuanian border, and along with 18 of his followers, entered
heaven on March 9th.”

The highpoint of the celebrations is a week-long
song and dance festival coined “Songs of the Centuries”to take place in
Vilnius and Kaunas Lithuania during the week of July 1-6, 2009.

Presently, in recognition of the Millennium, Lithuanian seamen
are circumnavigating the globe on a yacht “Ambersail” to promote an
interest is Lithuania’s heritage and its contemporary culture. The crew
will visit 24 Lithuanian communities in 19 countries and five continents
as part of the trip.

Jonas Limantas from Boston, MA urges LAA to
embrace available technology and upgrade the
operations at the New York office to improve effic
iency and service to LAA members.

Monika Ramanauskaité, Lithuanian American
Council sponsored intern at JBANC, shared her
insight on youth involvement in Lithuanain public
service activities.

Doctoral student Daiva Litvinskaité from the
University of Illinois stressed that in order to at-
tract younger members, the LAA needs a stronger
internet presence.

In his report President Miklas
reviewed the major LAA accomplish-
ments over the course of the last
three years. The overview covered
the period since the last convention,
the 68th; which convened n Chicago
in the Fall of 2005.

The President noted sadly that
since the last convention we lost our
former Treasurer, Loretta Stukas,
who died recently. Her memory was
honored with a moment silence.

President Miklas particularly
took note of the most able service
provided at the home office by
Maryte Ozelyte who among other
things organized a new lodge in New
York. A new lodge is currently also
being organized in Chicago and one
has been revived in Boston.

Vice-president Saulius Kuprys
reported about concrete plans to
increase the organization’s member-
ship by networking with other
Lithuanian organizations and their
chapters throughout the country.

Some numbers and interest-
ing observations

The extensive report of LAA
Secretary Meiliuniene was distrib-
uted to all the delegates insofar that
she was personally not able to attend
because of health concerns. Her
report provides us with some inter-
esting statistical data concerning the
current status of LAA. In 2005 the
LAA membership was at 2437, in
2006 it was 2391 and in 2007 it had
increased to 2446 surpassing both
the 2005 and 2006 figures.

In the course of 2005 24 new
members signed on. In 2006 27 new
members joined and in 2007 58. The
monetary assets of the LAA were
noted at 2.5 million mark. Taking
this into account with the real estate
which LAA owns in New York, that
is, a four story office building located
in Manhattan New York just a block
for the landmark Madison Square
Garden complex, its assets could real-
istically be valued at almost double
that amount, if not more. It was also
noted that the financial reports
showed that LAA’s fraternal fund for
charitable activities amounts to some
65,256 dol.

It was confirmed that based on
data provided by Bruce and Bruce,
LAA actuaries, that the solvency of
LAA is excellent and provides for an
ample cushion for its activities. 2007
solvency rate was at a robust
158.38% level.

LAA treasurer Vida Penikas pro-
vided a comprehensive and detailed
report about the finances of the
organization. Trustee Lionginas
Kapeckas confirmed that all the
financial data provided was accurate-
ly reported.

LAA and organizational
cooperation

The afternoon session was dedicated
to reports and discussions related to
the activities of the Lithuanian
American Council and its ongoing
cooperation with LAA. It should be

noted that LAA has been a long-
standing constituent member of the
Council and has effectively worked
with it in promoting Lithuanian
issues especially providing accurate
information in the public forum. The
first symposium addressed how to
involve the next generation in the
Alliance and the Lithuanian
American Council. The panel consist-
ed of Monika Ramanauskaite an
intern at the Joint Baltic American
National Committee (JBANC) in
Washington DC, prof. Giedrius

Subacius from University of Illinois

at Chicago, and doctoral candidate
Daiva Litvinskaité. Ramanauskaités
report was especially enlightening
regarding cooperation between
Lithuanian, Latvian, and Estonian
representatives in our nation’s capi-
tol. This was Monika’ s first visit to
Chicago. In Lithuania she studied
public administration at Romeris
University in Vilnius. Each partici-
pant suggested original approaches
to draw more young people into the
Lithuanian organizational matrix.

During the afternoon session the del-
egates participated in a lively discus-
sion regarding how best to increase
the organization’s membership and
to provide for a more effective pro-
gram of service to the community.

A great banquet

In the he evening the guests and con-
vention delegates convened in the
Amber Hall for sumptuous banquet.
Musical entertainment was provided
by Lithuanian folk ensemble Gabija
under to able direction of Gené
Razumiené. The good cheer and fel-
lowship was shared by all as many
reminisced about previous conven-
tions and noted that the enthusiasm
and the optimistic vision of LAA
members continues to energize the
organization.

Closing session

Sunday’s session (November 9)
which took place at the Marian
monastery at 6336 S Kilbourn in
Chicago was preceded by Mass said
by Father Augustinas Kulbis, a
Servite priest, the former provincial
of this order. Prior to the mass he
gave an eloquent reflection about the
many achievements of the LAA and
our early immigrant fathers. After
mass the participants gathered in the
lower hall where the third and final
session of the convention took place.
Various concrete issues were dis-
cussed including LAA archives and
status of the LAA office building in
New York. The last item received
special attention and various sugges-
tions were made how to best utilize
this substantial asset of the Alliance.
It was noted that the NY office hous-
es an extensive archive, which needs
to be reviewed and indexed for schol-
arly research. It was suggested that
these archives might be transferred
to the ALKA archives in Putnam CT.

As the session came to a close three

members were elevated to honorary
membership status: Zivile Jurevi-
cius-Juriene, LAA secretary Genovai-
te Meiliuniene, and long time trustee
Lionginas Kapeckas.

It was decided that the 70th LAA
convention will convene in 2011 in
New York City. That will be another
milestone year for the Alliance since
it will then be commemorating its
125th anniversary.

The new executive board was then
sworn in. The oath was administered
by one of the most senior and
respected members of LAA George
Zilinskas. He has been a member of
LAA since 1937. Taking the oath was
President Kestutis Miklas, vice-presi-
dent Saulius Kuprys, Treasurer Vida
Penikas, and Trustee Lionginas
Kapeckas.

A resolution presented by the Boston
delegates that LAA Exec Secretary
Genovaite Meiliuniene be granted
her well deserved retirement and it
was further unanimously decided by
acclamation to grant her the designa-
tion as Honorary Secretary of LAA.

New determination

Thus as the delegates one by one
began departing for their homes
throughout the country there was a
sense of new determination to work
with even greater resolve for the wel-
fare of LAA—so that the oldest
Lithuania organization in the world
would continue to thrive for many
years to come.

The project’s goal is
to erect a granite cemetery sign for a
small and mostly unknown Lithua-
nian Cemetery. Almost unknown that
is by the Lithuanian American com-
munity at large but not by genera-
tions of Lithuanian descendants who
still live in the local area and by those
descendants living in States as far
away as Alaska, Illinois, California,
Oregon and throughout the State of
Washington. The project was the idea
of Vilius Zalpys, president of the
Portland-Vancouver Lithuanian Com-
munity. The project is now supported
by descendants of former L.A.A.
(SLA) members near and wide.

When I decided to do research on
the Lithuanian immigrants of Kittitas
County Washington I realized I had
the ability to raise funds for the erect-
ing of a simple granite cemetery sign.
What gave me a stronger determina-
tion to see this project succeed were
my interviews of descendants of the
former LAA members. Interviewing

then one understands that their par-
ents and grandparents raised them to
love their Lithuanian heritage no
matter how diluted they become from
assimilation and isolation (from larg-
er Lithuanian centers).

Located in the Eastern Cascade
Mountains of Washington and in the
City of Roslyn the Lithuanian Ceme-
tery will celebrate its Centennial in
2009. The Lithuanian Cemetery of
Roslyn was created by the LAA Lodge
#219 which was established in 1907.
Prior to 1907 a neighboring Lodge
#97 had served two communities of
Cle Elum and Roslyn, WA. Members
of both lodges used the cemetery since
it was a Lithuanian Alliance of
America cemetery.

Your Help is Needed

I am asking current Lithuanian
Alliance members and lodges to make
a donation.

This project is worth supporting for
several reasons.

VISA WAIVER PROGRAM ADMISSION
CELEBRATED DURING CAPITOL HILL
RECEPTION

Washington, DC (JBANC) --- Over one hundred guests joined in celebrating
the newest members of the Visa Waiver Program in a reception on Capitol Hill
on February 3. At the end of 2008, eight countries joined the Visa Waiver
Program (VWP), permitting visa-free travel to the United States for up to
ninety days. Besides Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania, these countries also
include the Czech Republic, the Slovak Republic, Hungary, South Korea, and
Malta. 35 countries are now members of the VWP,

Senator George Voinovich (R-OH), a member of the Senate Baltic
Freedom Caucus, affirmed that the passage of Visa Waiver Program legisla-
tion was one of his legacy efforts and that with it he and other colleagues have
ensured the strengthening of public diplomacy and the bolstering of home-
land security. That legislation, known as the Secure Travel and
Counterterrorism Partnership Act, ultimately became Public Law 110-53.

Subcommittee on Europe chairman Robert Wexler (D-FL) helped spear-
head the effort in the House of Representatives. He stated that “this is an
especially gratifying moment and one that I believe is long overdue.” The
VWP, said Wexler, has had a “positive impact on transatlantic relations and
America's partnerships globally.” At the same time, he acknowledged that
more work lies ahead in bringing in other qualifying countries. The addition
of 60 billion dollars annually from the VWP to the American economy, added
Wexler, is "exactly the kind of stimulus we need during hard economic times."

House Baltic Caucus co-chair Dennis Kucinich was among those praising
fellow Ohioan Sen. Voinovich for his hard work. Kucinich and other Baltic
Caucus co-chair Rep.
